We would like to take this opportunity to welcome you and your son/daughter to the After School Youth Center Program in
Farmington Hills/Farmington. Your child will have the opportunity to start using the program this summer as graduating 4"
and 5" graders. Yes, they are leaving elementary school and growing up fast! This summer we are offering the 2" Floor
Drop-In Center upstairs at the Farmington Hills Ice Arena as well as the Field Trip Program. Information on all the trips is
included in this packet.

This summer and in the upcoming school year, we will have many new, as well as existing programs for your child. I hope
you will take advantage of these community provided programs. The summer program begins June 28, 2010, and runs
Monday through Friday until August 20, 2010. The fun doesn’t have to end for your child with the closing of the Summer
Program, because the After School Youth Center Program will open when the school year begins!

All of the information on the school year program is also included in this packet. With your permission, your son/daughter can
choose the Youth Center that best fits the needs of your family. Throughout the years many enrichment classes, special
programs, and community volunteering opportunities are offered. In addition, and most importantly, the advantage of having
professional tutoring is available.

In March of 1996, the City of Farmington Hills, in partnership with the City of Farmington, Farmington Public Schools, and
the Farmington Family YMCA, began opening After School Youth Centers. Since opening the centers, more than 8,000
middle school aged youth have participated in the program.

Thank you to the cities of Farmington Hills and Farmington, the Farmington/Farmington Hills Community Foundation for
Youth & Families, Farmington Hills Economic Development Corporation, Farmington Hills Department of Special Services,
Farmington Public Schools, Farmington Family YMCA, AEES (formerly Alcoa Corporation and Foundation), Farmington
Area GoodFellows, Farmington/Farmington Hills Optimist Club, Farmington Hills Xemplar Club, parents/friends of the youth
program, and the many businesses and organizations throughout our communities for their continued financial support.

The After School/Summer Program strives to be a safe, fun, and
enjoyable place for all kids. We look forward to having your son/daughter be a part of our program.
